The Plan:

We will spend part of the afternoon on a Whitewater Rafting trip . Then we will travel to Albuquerque and stay in a hotel for the 
evening. Weôll return to Keller Monday night (July 13 th). If youôve never been to Student Life Camp you will love it!! Just ask anyone 
whoôs gone before. With the added Missions Project, this will be an especially God -glorifying week!!  

 

The Cost: 
$360 total é $75 non-refundable deposit due by June 8th     If a due date is missed, cost increases $20. 

The rest [$285 ï {$$ earned through fund-raisers/support letters}] due June 22nd   
Covered in the cost: transportation, the fees for camp, all meals at camp, an afternoon of whitewater rafting after the conclusion of 

camp, and a hotel stay on the way home. 
Not covered: two fast food type meals on the way to CO, snacks, souvenirs, CDs, etc., and up to four fast food type meals as we make 

our way back to Keller. (Buy some stock in McDonaldΩs and Chick-fil-A for this summer J)
